Matthew followed Jesus af-
ter he was invited. Would he

have joined the group of disciples who encircled Jesus
if no one had reached out to him? Probably not, be-
cause as a Jew who collected taxes for the enemy, he
was despised as lower than the lowest scum.

Often, the people we know who are not showing up at
Mass or other parish functions are absent because
they feel like they don't belong and no one has invited
them. Even if it takes more than a few tries to convince
them that they will be welcomed, we should never
judge anyone as unworthy of our repeated attempts.
